Round 69 (C4)
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *1dc in next ch-sp, 2dc in next 21 ch-sps, 2htr in next four ch-
sp, 2tr in next six ch-sp, 3dtr in sp before fi rst Sea of Flames motif, 3dtr in next ten ch-sp, 3dtr in sp after 
last Sea of Flames motif, 2tr in next six ch-sp, 2htr in next four ch-sp, 2dc in next 21 ch-sps, 1dc in next ch-
sp, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, 
join to fi rst dc, fasten off. [164 sts] 

Round 70 (C5)
St-htr in any corner-sp, (1htr, ch2, 2htr) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1htr in next 67 sts (ending in fourth 
dtr), ch6, sk next 2 sts, 1dtr in next 2 sts, ch2, sk next 2 sts, 1dtr in next 2 sts, ch6, sk next 2 sts, 1dc in next 
9 sts (the fi fth falls above the middle Sea of Flames motif), ch6, sk next 2 sts, 1dtr in next 2 sts, ch2, sk next 
2 sts, 1dtr in next 2 sts, ch6, sk next 2 sts, 1htr in next 67 sts, (2htr, ch2, 2htr) in next corner-sp; rep from * 
around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst htr, ss to next corner-sp, do not fasten

Round 71 (C5) 
Note: You make elephants in this round.
Ch2 (counts as fi rst htr), (1htr, ch2, 2htr) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1 camel st in each of next 68 htr, 
4dc in ch-6 sp, 1tr in next st, 1dtr in next st, 3ttr in ch-2 sp, 1dtr in next st, 1tr in next st, (3dtr, 1tr, ch2, 3dc) 
in next ch-6 sp, sk next hidden dc, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next dc (= fi rst picot), 1dc in next 5 dc, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) 
in next dc (= second picot), sk last dc, (3dc, ch2, 1tr, 3dtr) in next ch-6 sp, 1tr in next st, 1dtr in next st, 3ttr 
in next ch-2 sp, 1dtr in next st, 1tr in next st, 4dc in next ch-6 sp, sk next hidden htr, 1 camel st in each of 
next 68 htr, (2htr, ch2, 2htr) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the 
last rep, join to fi rst htr, fasten off. [183 sts (counting the picot as 1 st)] 

Round 72 (C8) 
Note: All ttr in this round are worked behind the sts of the elephants. 
St-tr in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1tr) in same sp, *(ch1, sk next st, 1tr in next st) 28 times (fi rst st is hidden), 
(ch1, sk next st, 1dtr in next st) 7 times (ending in last htr before elephant), ch1, 1ttr in fi rst available st of 
Round 69, ch3, 1ttr in fi rst available st of Round 69 left of the fi rst set of legs of the elephant, ch3, 1ttr in 
fi rst available st of Round 69 left of the second set of legs of the elephant, ch3, 1dtr in the fi rst dc after 
fi rst picot of Round 71, ch3, 1dtr in the dc before second picot of Round 71, ch3, 1ttr in fi rst available st of 
Round 69 after last dc of Round 70, ch3, 1ttr in fi rst available st of Round 69 left of the fi rst set of legs of 
the elephant, ch3, 1ttr in fi rst available st of Round 69 left of the second set of legs of the elephant, (ch1, 
sk next st, 1dtr in next st) 7 times (starting in the fi rst hidden htr of Round 71 after second elephant), (ch1, 
sk next st, 1tr in next st) 28 times, ch1, sk last st before corner, (1tr, ch2, 1tr) in next corner-sp; rep from * 
around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst tr, fasten off. [80 sts, 72 ch-1 sps, 7 ch-3 
sps]

Round 73 (C7) 
Note: When working in the sts, you will sk the ch-sps in-between unless stated otherwise. You will also still 
work behind the elephants. 
St-tr in any corner-sp, (1tr, ch2, 2tr) in same sp, *1tr in fi rst (hidden) st, 2tr in next 32 sts, 2dtr in next 4 sts, 
2dtr in next ch-3 sp, 1dtr in next st, 1tr in third loop of second ttr of the elephant of Round 71 (made in 
ch-2 sp), 1dtr in same st of Round 72 (which is pushed away by the tr you just made), 2dtr in next ch-sp, 
1dtr in next st, 1tr in third loop of second dtr of the elephant of Round 71 (made in ch-6 sp), 1dtr in same 
st of Round 72, (2dtr in next ch-sp, 2dtr in next st) twice, 2dtr in next ch-sp, 1dtr in next st, 1tr in third loop 
of second dtr of the elephant of Round 71 (made in ch-6 sp), 1dtr in same st of Round 72, 2dtr in next 
ch-sp, 1dtr in next st, 1tr in third loop of second ttr of the elephant of Round 71 (made in ch-2 sp), 1dtr in 
same st of Round 72, 2dtr in next ch-sp, 2dtr in next 5 sts, 2tr in next 31 sts, 1tr in last st before corner, (2tr, 
ch2, 2tr) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst 
tr, fasten off. [180 sts]

Round 74 (C6) 
Note: By working the 2 htr or tr in-between 2 sts, you will automatically sk the post of the next 2 sts unless 
stated otherwise. Most of the htr and tr fall in-between the 2 sts of Round 73. Please also note that the sts 
made into the third loops of the elephant sts can push to one side, so be mindful when determining the 2 
sts to sk. 
St-htr in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1htr) in same sp, *2htr in-between fi rst 2 sts after corner, sk the post of next 3 
sts, (2htr in-between next 2 sts, sk the post of next 2 sts) 35 times, (2tr in-between next 2 sts, sk the post of 
next 2 sts) 19 times, (2htr in-between next 2 sts, sk the post of next 2 sts) 32 times, 2htr in-between next 2 
sts, sk the post of next 3 sts, 2htr in-between next 2 sts, (1htr, ch2, 1htr) in next corner-sp; 
rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst htr, fasten off. [180 sts]

Round 75 (C8) 
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *1dc in fi rst (hidden) st, (ch3, sk next 2 sts, 1dc in next 9 
sts) 16 times, ch3, sk next 2 sts, 1dc in last st before corner, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next corner-sp; rep from * 
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around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten off. [148 sts, 17 ch-sps]

Round 76 (C7) 
St-tr in any corner-sp, (1tr, ch2, 2tr) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1tr in next st, (2tr in ch-sp, 1tr in next 9 
sts) 16 times, 2tr in ch-sp, 1tr in next 2 sts, (2tr, ch2, 2tr) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last 
corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst tr, fasten off. [185 sts]

Note: Work all dtr and front post sts in the following rounds in front of the rest of your work. 

Round 77 (C8) 
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *1bldc in next 3 sts (fi rst st is hidden), (1dtr in next 2 
unworked sts of Round 74, sk next 2 sts of Round 76, 1bldc in next 9 sts) 16 times, 1dtr in next 2 
unworked st of Round 74, sk next 3 sts of Round 76, 1bldc in last 3 sts before corner, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in 
next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten 
off. [186 sts (including 34 dtr)]

Round 78 (C6) 
Note: The fi rst of 4 dc falls into the dtr of Round 77. 
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *1dc in next 8 sts (fi rst st is hidden), (FPdtr around second 
available dc of Round 75 left of the dtr of Round 77, [sk next st of Round 77, 1dc in next st, sk next dc of 
Round 75, FPdtr around next dc of Round 75] 3 times, sk next st of Round 77, 1dc in next 4 sts of Round 
77) 16 times, 1dc in last 2 sts before corner, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the 
last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten off. [188 sts (including 64 FPdtr)]

Round 79 (C8) 
Notes: Second of 9 BPdc will be made around fi rst of 4 FPdtr of Round 78. Your FPtr will lean a bit to one 
side, but this will be corrected in Round 81. 
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1dc in next 5 sts, (1FPtr around next 2 
dtr of Round 77, sk next 2 sts of Round 78, 1BPdc around next 9 sts) 16 times, 1FPtr around next 2 dtr of 
Round 77, sk next 2 sts of Round 78, 1dc in last 4 sts before next corner, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next corner-sp; 
rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten off. [189 sts 
(including 34 FPtr)]

Round 80 (C7) 
St-tr in any corner-sp, (1tr, ch2, 2tr) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1tr in each st to next corner, (2tr, ch2, 
2tr) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst tr, 
fasten off. [192 sts]

Round 81 (C8) 
St-dc in any corner-sp, (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *1bldc in next 6 sts (fi rst st is hidden), (2FPdtr-cl around FPtr 
of Round 79, sk next st of Round 80, 1dc in next 3 sts, 2FPdtr-cl around next FPtr of Round 79, sk next st 
of Round 80, 1bldc in next 6 sts) 17 times, ending with 5 bldc instead of 6 on the last rep, (1dc, ch2, 1dc) 
in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten 
off. [194 sts (including 34 2FPdtr-cl)]

Round 82 (C6) 
TURN WORK TO WS FACING; St-htr in any corner-sp, (1htr, ch2, 2htr) in same sp, *1htr in each st across 
to next corner, (2htr, ch2, 2htr) in next corner-sp; rep from * around (the very last st is hidden under the 
corner from the start of the round), omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst htr, fasten 
off. [198 sts]

Round 83 (C8) 
Note: In this round, the loop of each st is to the left of the post, this is because you turned your work. 
TURN WORK TO RS FACING AGAIN HERE AND THROUGHOUT; St-dc in any corner-sp (ch2, 1dc) in 
same sp, *1dc in next 6 sts, (1FPdtr around 2FPdtr-cl of Round 81, sk next st of Round 82, 1dc in next 7 
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sts, 1FPdtr around next 2 FPdtr-cl of Round 81, sk next st of Round 82, 1dc in next 2 sts) 17 times, 1dc in 
last 5 sts before next corner (last st is a bit hidden, because you turned your work), (1dc, ch2, 1dc) in next 
corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, fasten off. 
[200 sts (including 34 FPdtr)]

Round 84 (C7) 
Note: The last of the 15 dc falls into a FPdtr from Round 83.
St-dc in any corner-sp  (ch2, 1dc) in same sp, *sk fi rst (hidden) st, 1dc in next 15 sts, (1BPdc around next 
2 sts, sk 1 FPdtr, 2dc in next st, 1dc in next 7 sts) 16 times, 1dc in last 8 sts before next corner, (1dc, ch2, 
1dc) in next corner-sp; rep from * around, omit the last corner instructions on the last rep, join to fi rst dc, 
fasten off. [201 sts]

Measurements Stone Washed/River Washed version: 112cm (44.8in) measured across each side. 
Measurements Colour Crafter version: 121cm (48.4in) measured across each side.
