Row 1

Ch 4, make 6 trin the fourth ch from the hook, fasten off. The beg ch-3 counts as a ch-3 sp
for this row, NOT a tr.

Stitch Count: 6 tr and 1ch-3 sp

Row 2
When working into the ch sts in this row, work into the top loop only with the RS of the ch
facing you.
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Part 10

With RS facing, skip the beg ch-3 and join your yarn by making a sl st in the next tr.

Petal 1: Ch 10, dcin the second ch from the hook and the next ch. Htrin the next 2 ch, trin
the next ch, htr in the next 2 ch, dcin the last 2 ch. Sl stin the next tr of Row 1. {9 sts}

Petal 2: Ch 8, dcin the second ch from the hook and the next ch. Htr in the next ch, trin
the next ch, htr in the next ch, dcin the last 2 ch. Sl stin the next tr of Row 1. {7 sts}

Petal 3: Ch 6, dc in the second ch from the hook. Htr in the next ch, tr in the next ch, htrin
the next ch, dcin the last ch. Sl stin the next tr of Row 1. {5 sts}

Petal 4: As Petal 2.
Petal 5: As Petal 1. Fasten off.

Stitch Count: 18 dc, 14 htr, and 5 1r
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Round 3

When working into the ch sts in this row, work into both remaining loops.

With RS facing, join your yarn by making a standing htr in the first ch of Row 1, which con-
tains the 6 tr from Row 1. [Tr, ch 2, tr, htr]in the same ch. Make 2 dcinto the ch-3 sp from
Row 1, dc in the first tr of Row 1. Ch1, sl stin the next 8 ch of Row 2. [Slst, ch 1, dc, ch 2, dc]
in the next ch. (Ch 4, dc in the ch that contains the first dc of the next Petal) 3 times. Ch 4,

[dc, ch 2, dc, ch 1] in the ch that contains the first dc of the last Petal.

Sl'stin the BLO of the next 9 sts of the last Petal from Row 2. Ch 1, dcin the top of the last
tr from Row 1. Make 2 dc, working into the side of the same tr. Join to the first htr with a sl
st.

Stitch Count: 13 dc, 2 htr, 2 tr, and 4 ch-4 sps, not including sl sts and ch-2 corner sps.

Round 4

Sl'stin the next st and in the ch-2 corner sp. [Ch 1, dc, ch 2, dc] in the ch-2 corner sp. Dcin
the next 5 sts, dc in the next ch-1sp. Dcin the next 8 ch of Row 2, working OVER the sl sts
from Round 3. Htrin the last ch of Row 2, working OVER the sl st from Round 3. Skip the
last dc of Row 3.

[21r, ch 2, 2 tr]in the ch-2 corner sp, marking the last tr with a SM. Trin the next dc.
(Make 4 tr in the next ch-4 sp, FPtr around the next dc) 3 times. Make 4 trin the last ch-4
sp, trin the next dc. [21tr, ch 2, 2 tr]in the ch-2 corner sp.

Skip the first (hidden) st, htr into the next BLO of Row 2, working OVER the sl st from Round
3. Dcinthe next 8 BLO of Row 2, working OVER the sl sts from Round 3. Dcin the next ch-1
sp, dcin the last 5 sts. Join to the first dc with a sl st.
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Pull up a long loop and place a SM in this loop so that you can pick it up again in Round 6.

Stitch Count: 30 dc,2 htr, 26 tr, and 3 FPtr, not including ch-2 corner sps.
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Row 5

With RS facing, join your yarn by making a sl st in the marked st from the previous round.
Ch 3, make a Popcorn in the next st. (Ch 5, skip the next 4 sts, make a Popcorn in the next
FP1tr) 3 times. Ch 5, skip the next 4 sts, make a Popcorn in the next st. Ch 3, sl st in the next
st and fasten off. There should be 1st left unworked before the ch-2 corner sp.

Stitch Count: 5 Popcorns and 4 ch-5 sps, not including first and last ch-3 sp.
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Round 6

With RS facing, pick up the long loop from Round 4 and remove the SM. Sl st in the next
ch-2sp. [Ch1,dc,ch2,dc]inthe ch-2 corner sp. Skip the first (hidden) st, dc in the next 17
sts, [dc, htr]in the next ch-2 corner sp.

Working into the next ch-3 sp of Row 5: [ch 1, dtr, ch 1, dtr, ch 1, ttr, ch 5, tr]. FPtr around
the next Popcorn. (Make 5 htr in the next ch-5 sp, FPtr around the next Popcorn) 4 times.
[Tr,ch 5, ttr, ch 1, dtr, ch 1, dtr] in the next ch-3 sp of Row 5.

Ch1, [htr, dc] in the next ch-2 sp. Skip the first (hidden) st, dc in the next 17 sts. Join to the
first dc with a sl st.

Stitch Count: 38 dc, 22 htr, 2 tr, 4 dtr, 2 ttr, 5 FPtr, 6 ch-1sps, 1ch-2 sp, and 2 ch-5 sps
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Round 7

Sl'stin the next ch-2 sp. [Ch1, dc, ch 2, dc] in the same ch-2 sp. Skip the first st, dcin the
next 19 sts. (Make 2 htr in the next ch-1sp) twice. Make 2 trin the last ch-1sp.

[2 dtr, ch 4, 4 dc, htr]in the ch-5 sp. Skip the first st. (Dc2tog over the next FPtr and the
next htr, dc in the next 4 sts) 4 times. Dc2tog over the last FPtr and the next tr. [Htr, 4 dc,
ch 4, 2 dtr] in the next ch-5 sp.

Make 2 trin the next ch-1sp. (Make 2 htr in the next ch-1sp) twice. Skip the next st, which
will be tricky to get into anyway, dc in the next 19 sts. Join to the first dc with a sl st.

Stitch Counts:

* Long Side (counting from ch-4 sp to ch-4 sp): 24 dc, 5 dc2tog, and 2 htr, not includ-
ing ch-4 sps.

* Per Short Side (counting from ch-2 sp to ch-4 sp): 20 dc, 4 htr, 2 tr, and 2 dtr, not
including ch sps.

Round 8

SI'stin the next ch-2 sp. [Ch1, dc, ch 2, dc]in the same ch-2 sp. Dcin the next 12 sts, htr in
the next 12 sts, trin the next 4 sts.

[2 tr, ch 3, 2 htr, 3 dc] in the next ch-4 sp. Skip the first st, dcin the next 30 sts. [4 dc, htr, ch
3,2 1r]in the next ch-4 sp.

Trin the next 4 sts, htr in the next 12 sts, dc in the next 12 sts. Join to the first dc with a sl st.
Fasten off and work away your ends.

Stitch Counts:
* Long Side (counting from ch-3 sp to ch-3 sp): 37 dc and 3 htr, not including ch-3
sps.

* Per Short Side (counting from ch-2 sp to ch-3 sp): 13 dc, 12 htr, 6 tr, not including ch
sps.
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Remember that these triangles are going to be attached to the Heart Houses, so the short

sides should be the same as the sides of the heart houses (roughly).
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Please Note: If you blocked your Heart Houses way back when you made them, they may
have relaxed down a bit and your triangles may look a bit too big to fit them. Please don’t
worry about this. It will all work out.

If you are one of those people who are trying to do the maths and see if Small Triangle +

Heart House + Small Triangle = the same size as the last round we made on the blanket...

DON'T DO ITI!! Trust the pattern, not the logic. | redid these elements, the corners, and
the joining more times than | care to admit, and it works!
